Lang Pioneer Village Wins Again

Lang Pioneer Village Museum has been awarded the 2007 Russell K. Cooper Award by the Ontario Historical Society. The award is given to “a living history museum showing excellence in programming, ingenious problem solving or site development”. 

Last October, the museum was awarded the 2007 Peterborough Chamber of Commerce Business Excellence Award in Tourism based on a demonstrated commitment to excellence in attracting tourists to the Greater Peterborough Area.  This included consideration of customer service, staff knowledge, signage, marketing and promotion of various events.

Despite changing economic times and a challenging tourism environment, the museum continues to thrive and find new ways of attracting visitors to the site.  In the last 40 years, well over 500,000 visitors have visited the museum making it one of the largest attractions in the Kawartha region. This has been accomplished through the tireless efforts of dedicated staff and volunteers and with the steadfast support of Peterborough County Council. 

A dynamic group of almost 200 volunteers help in a variety of areas throughout the village including property maintenance, collection care and special event activities.  Many also provide demonstrations in a wide array of traditional crafts and activities including rug hooking, carpentry, spinning, blacksmithing, broom making, rope making and operating the 1921 Sawyer Massey Steam Engine and shingle mill.

The educational programs provided on site have developed a strong following of local educators who repeatedly bring their classes to the museum.  Each year over 6,000 school children visit the site learning about the early settlement of the region and the traditions that the first pioneers brought with them.

Plans for the next two years include completion of a new cider mill, a weaver’s shop to house the rare Jacquard Loom and a redesigned Master Plan that focuses on expanding the grounds and providing greater access to all visitors.

Previous winners of the award include Dundurn Castle National Historic Site in Hamilton and the Riverdale Farm in Toronto. Museum Manager, Joe Corrigan, will accept the award at the Ontario Historical Society’s Annual General Meeting in Guelph on June 14th. “This is a tremendous honour for the museum and tribute to the work of so many people who, after 40 years of operation, continue to provide our visitors with a living history experience of exceptional quality.”
