· Occasional exposure to chemical substances from paints and adhesives while working on props
· Work may be undertaken at Lang Pioneer Village or in the volunteer’s own home or studio (depending on project requirements)

All volunteers are provided with an orientation to Lang Pioneer Village Museum.  In addition, the Prop Production Volunteer will work under the supervision of the Exhibit Artist.
