Lang Pioneer Village Museum Volunteer Position

Position Title:   Historic Buildings and Facilities Volunteer

Purpose:  The Historic Buildings and Facilities Volunteer supports Lang Pioneer Village by assisting with historically accurate maintenance and repairs to the village’s buildings.  This may involve working individually on small repairs or building projects or working within a team on larger construction projects.

Key Responsibilities:  

· Undertake historically accurate repairs on buildings, fences and grounds.

· Set-up of outdoor equipment, i.e. benches, tables, garbage cans, etc.

· Grounds maintenance and clean-up including garbage clean-up, grass cutting & trimming

· Cutting & splitting firewood

· Maintain & repair historic buildings and areas (i.e. by cleaning eaves troughs, cutting down overgrowth, painting, rebuilding fencing)

· Work with historically accurate building materials

· Adhere to safety standards in all work undertaken

Supervisor of Position:  Facilities Coordinator

Duration of Position:  The Historic Buildings and Facilities Volunteer is a 9 month (April to December) commitment.  Preference is for volunteer to commit to one (or more) day(s) per week, however, a flexible schedule may be arranged and volunteers are also needed for specific building and maintenance projects on an on-call basis.

Qualifications: 

· Willingness to work both indoors and outdoors in all weather conditions

· Basic to advanced skills in building and repair work; knowledge of carpentry, plumbing, electrical work and chain saw certification an asset

· Good physical health and stamina

· Steel toed boots may be required (Hard hats will be provided when required)

· Willingness to take Health & Safety Courses

Working Conditions:

· Frequent work in an outdoor environment with exposure to seasonal temperatures, direct sunlight and insects

· Frequent exposure to chemical substances from paints and adhesives, mould and dust when working with artifacts

Support Provided:  All volunteers are provided with an orientation to Lang Pioneer Village. Health and Safety training will be provided as required. In addition, the Historic Buildings and Facilities Volunteer will work under the supervision of the Facilities Coordinator at Lang Pioneer Village Museum.
